Itinerary Overview 
The Lemosho route is widely celebrated as the most picturesque path up Kilimanjaro, offering breathtaking views 
from multiple angles of the mountain. Being one of the more recent routes to be established, Lemosho stands out as 
an excellent option for climbers.  
 
Most of our clients have chosen to tackle Kilimanjaro via the Lemosho route and have expressed great satisfaction 
with their experience, making it a highly recommended choice. The journey starts from the west, with a significant 
drive from Moshi to Londorossi Gate, followed by two days of trekking through the rainforest to reach Shira Ridge. 
The route then proceeds across the Shira Plateau from west to east, providing a gentle and scenic hike. You'll 
encounter fewer crowds until the path merges with the Machame route near Lava Tower. From there, it continues 
under the Southern Ice Field along what's known as the Southern Circuit, leading to the summit from Barafu, with the 
descent made via the Mweka route.

Arrival Day 
 
When you land at either Kilimanjaro International or Arusha Airport, our Tranquil Kilimanjaro 
Operations Manager or a Kilimanjaro climbing expert will be waiting for you outside the arrival hall. 
You'll be escorted to a private transfer car, specifically arranged for your comfort, and driven to Moshi, 
where you'll stay at a hotel before your climb. You'll check in and rest for the night at the lodge. 
Overnight at Chanya Lodge/Maridadi Hotel/Shose Chalets or similar. Booked on bed and Breakfast. 
 
 

DAY 1:  MOSHI - LEMOSHO GATE – MTI MKUBWA CAMP 

• Rising: 7,800ft to 9,500ft 
• Stretch: 6 km 
• Hiking time: 3-4 hours 
• Climatic Habitat: Rainforest 

Starting from Arusha or Moshi, the journey to Lemosho Gate takes about 3 to 4 hours for the hikers. Here, they'll 
manage their entry registration and other formalities. Then, they'll travel another hour to reach the start of the Lemosho 
trail. Upon reaching the trailhead, they'll stop for lunch before embarking on their hike through the untouched forest, 
winding their path to the first campsite.

Day 2:  MTI MKUBWA CAMP - SHIRA I CAMP 

• Rising: 9,500ft to 11,500ft 
• Stretch: 8 km 
• Hiking time: 5-6 hours 
• Climatic Habitat: Moorland 

Continuing their journey, the hikers leave the forest behind, entering a savannah landscape filled with tall grasses, 
heather, and volcanic rocks covered in lichen. They climb through lush, rolling hills, crossing several streams along the 
way, until they reach Shira Ridge. From here, they'll gently descend to Shira 1 camp. The sight of Kibo across the 
plateau is nothing short of phenomenal, extraordinary, and amazing.

Day 3:  SHIRA I CAMP – SHIRA 2 CAMP – MOIR HUT 

• Rising: 11,500ft to 13,800ft 
• Stretch: 14 km 
• Hike time: 5-7 hours 
• Climatic Habitat: Moorland 



 
For a whole day, the hikers along with their team wander across the expansive Shira plateau, heading east towards the 
glaciated summit of Kibo. This gentle hike leads them to Shira 2 camp, which lies in the tranquil moorland meadows by 
a stream. The adventure then moves on to Moir Camp, a secluded spot at Lent Hills' base. With several hiking routes 
available around Lent Hills, this location serves as a prime acclimatization spot. Notably, Shira plateau is among the 
highest on the planet, offering a unique high-altitude experience. 

MEALS: Lunch | Dinner | Breakfast ACCOMMODATION: Moir Hut 

 

Day 4:  MOIR HUT - LAVA TOWER - BARRANCO CAMP 

• Rising: 13,800ft to 13,000ft 
• Stretch: 7 km 
• Hike time: 4-6 hours 
• Climatic Habitat: Semi-desert 

Starting from the Shira plateau, the hiking party heads east along a ridge, moving past the turnoff to Kibo's summit. 
Their path then veers southeast to the Lava Tower, famously referred to as the “Shark’s Tooth”. Soon after, they 
encounter another junction that takes them higher to the Arrow Glacier, at an elevation of 16,000 feet. Following this 
ascent, they descend to Barranco camp, which is at 13,000 feet. At Barranco, they'll take time to rest, dine, and sleep, 
finishing the day at the initial elevation. This journey is essential for acclimatization, helping to condition the body for 
the summit day. 

MEALS: Lunch | Dinner | Breakfast ACCOMMODATION: Barranco Camp  

 

Day 5:  BARRANCO CAMP - KARANGA CAMP 

• Rising: 13,000ft to 15,000ft 
• Stretch: 9 km 
• Hike time: 8-10 hours 
• Climatic Habitat: Alpine Desert 

Post-breakfast, the hiking group sets off from Barranco, navigating a steep ridge that includes crossing the Barranco 
wall, en route to the Karanga Valley camping area. After a brief stay at Karanga, they continue, intersecting with the 
Mweka Trail at a junction before making their way up to Barafu camp. Completing the South circuit at this point, they 
are treated to diverse views of the summit. The team then camps, rests, dines, and prepares for the summit attempt. 
From Barafu, the majestic peaks of Kibo and Mawenzi can be admired. 

MEALS: Lunch | Dinner | Breakfast ACCOMMODATION: Barafu Camp 

 

Day 6:  BARAFU CAMP – SUMMIT UHURU PEAK -  MWEKA CAMP 

• Rising: 15,300ft to 19,345ft and down to 10,000ft 
• Stretch: 5 km ascent / 12 km descent 
• Hiking Time: 7-8 hours ascent / 4-6 hours descent 
• Climatic habitat: Arctic 



 
Starting between midnight and 2 am, the hikers and their crew embark on the final push to the summit, traveling 
between the Rebmann and Ratzel glaciers. Hikers on the Lemosho route will trek northwest, battling through the 
challenging scree to arrive at Stella Point on the rim of the crater. This leg of the hike is incredibly demanding, testing 
both your mental fortitude and physical endurance. At Stella Point, at 18,600 ft, you'll pause briefly, potentially rewarded 
with a breathtaking sunrise, conditions permitting. The ascent from Stella Point to Uhuru Peak, which might include 
snow, takes roughly an hour. At Uhuru Peak, you've conquered the tallest point on Mount Kilimanjaro and the entire 
African continent - congratulations! Faster trekkers might witness the sunrise from here. Post-summit, the descent goes 
straight to Mweka camp, with a lunch stop at Barafu. Equipment like gaiters and trekking poles is useful for navigating 
the loose gravel on the way down. Mweka Camp, set in the upper forest, could experience mist or rain in the late 
afternoon. The day ends with the last dinner on the mountain, followed by a much-needed, satisfying sleep.

Day 7:  MWEKA CAMP - MOSHI 

• Descend: 10,000ft to 5,400ft 
• Stretch: 10km 
• Hiking Time: 3-4 hours 
• Climatic Habitat: Rain Forest 

Following breakfast, the hikers proceed with their descent towards the Mweka Park Gate where they will be awarded 
their summit certificates. The lower parts of the trail can be quite wet and muddy, so wearing gaiters and using trekking 
poles is advisable. Although shorts and t-shirts should suffice, it's wise to have rain gear and warmer clothes at the 
ready. Once at the gate, it's a further hour's walk to Mweka Village. There, a vehicle will be waiting to transport the hikers 
back to their hotel in Arusha or Moshi. The evening will be spent enjoying dinner and resting overnight at the lodge.

PHYSICAL PREPARATION 
Although no mountaineering experience is necessary, this is a pretty strenuous trek to high altitude. You should be able to trek uphill carrying a 25lbs (11kg) bag 
for up to 8 hours a day. It is highly recommended that you begin training for this adventure a few months prior to arrival. Consider a workout regime to improve 
your stamina and endurance. 

On the climb, your guides will set a pace much slower than your most individual’s normal walking speed for a few reasons: 

1. Give your body plenty of time to acclimatize. 

2. Conserve your energy for the summit push.

Before Your Adventure Begins 

TRAVEL VISAS 
Most nationalities require a tourist visa to enter Tanzania. Visas can be arranged at the main ports of entry - Kilimanjaro International Airport, Dar es Salaam 
International Airport, and Zanzibar International Airport. For those entering Tanzania through the ground in one of our overland tours, visas can be arranged 
at the Namanga, Kasumulu, and Isebania entry points. 

The cost of a multi-entry visa is $100 USD for US citizens and $50 USD for most other nationalities. The multi-entry visa is valid for up to one year, with no 
more than 90 consecutive days in country on a single visit. 

Currently, Tanzanian visas (single-entry or multi-entry) are also valid in Kenya and Uganda for up to a 90-day stay. You are also able to travel to Uganda and 
Kenya and return back to Tanzania on the same visa, as long as you do not visit a country that is not one of the three. 

If you do travel to a country that is not Kenya and/or Uganda on a Tanzanian single-entry visa, you may be required to purchase a second visa for re-entry 
into Tanzania. This unfortunately, depends on the immigration officer on duty, but you are able to purchase these on the spot. 

All visas purchased at the point of entry need to be paid for in US dollars, with clean, un-torn bills printed on or after 2006. 

NOT E You may be required to provide evidence of means to cover your stay, a vaccination 

/yellow fever record and a passport with at least six-months validity. 

 

Additionally, requirements can change without notice. It is the traveler’s responsibility to have all the proper health and immigration requirements prior to 
arrival. 

 

SINGLE TRAVELERS 
Our grassroots approach to travel means that most of our tours were designed for shared accommodation throughout, either twin or multi-share. Single travelers 
will be paired with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. In our mountaineering expeditions, single trekkers will be sharing a mountaineering tent 
with a member of the same sex. 

On select trips, travelers will have the option of paying a single supplement for a private accommodation. However, single accommodations may not be available 
on all days of your trip, but will be stated at the time of booking.

Group Information 

GROUP LEADER 

Certified, mountain head guide, between 1–3 additional guides (depending on the size of 
the group), a cook, an assistant cook and a team of porters. An armed park ranger will 

accompany the group on the lower slopes of the trek to ensure your safety in the event 
of a wildlife encounter. 

Your local guides are all trained by the Tanzanian National Park Authority in group 
management, first aid and mountain rescue. Your cook received culinary training at a 
local college and is more than capable of making healthy, well-balanced meals 
appropriate for the strenuous physical demands of the trek. 

The head guide of your travel group will have the final decision on all matters that may 
affect the tour, safety of the group and overall enjoyment of any person participating in 
the tour. Anyone that becomes disruptive or interferes with the well-being of the group 
in any way may be asked to leave the tour with no right of refund. Your head guide will 
have solid English communication skills, although your patience and understanding in 
any language difficulties will make the trip more enjoyable for everyone. The other 
guides will have basic communications skills and many of the porters will have no English 
knowledge. Again, we ask for your patience and understanding when dealing with the 
generally timid porters. If you feel like the language difficulties might be a problem for 
you, we will be more than glad to arrange a western-born guide at your expense. 

 

GROUP ETIQUETTE 

We think small group, adventure travel is the most exciting way of exploring the world. 

With this travel style, however, comes the occasional difficulties and frustrations of 
dealing with different personalities, all with a unique set of likes and dislikes. With this in 
mind, we ask that you be understanding to the varied cultures, nationalities and age 
groups. 

Consider the following 

Ø Respect your group member’s personal belongings and space. 
Ø Come willing (and expecting) to compromise. 
Ø Keep an open mind about everyone and everything. 
Ø Hot water is often at a premium; Take short showers.

TRAVEL SAFETY + HEALTH 
Although a Tranquil Kilimanjaro representative will accompany you on all included activities, our 
trips were designed to allow plenty of time for independent exploration. Even though our 
representatives can inform you of the available activities at each destination, Tranquil Kilimanjaro 
makes no representations about the safety of these optional activities. 

We suggest using good judgment when participating in any optional activity, due to the varying 
standards of safety. You assume all risks associated with these optional activities not included in 
your itinerary. Be extra cautions when participating in water-based activities, as they have an 
added element of risk. 

NOT E Our representatives have the ability to alter or change the route/itinerary for reasons of 
safety including social unrest and increment weather. 

Please consider the following during your travels to East Africa: 

Ø Blend in! Do not attract attention to yourself. Respect the local culture and 
customs. 

Ø Avoid dark streets and less populated areas. 
Ø Leave your expensive jewelry at home. 
Ø Never use the ATM at night. Preferably, use one with an armed security guard, 

during daylight hours, from a known international bank. 
Ø Avoid carrying all your money in one place. Try to keep a small amount in your 

pocket for the daily expenses, the rest should be kept tucked away in your money 
belt or hotel safe. 

Ø Use the in-room safe, if available. If none is available, use the hotel’s communal 
safe and have the staff give you an itemized receipt for the valuables you’ve 
deposited. 

Ø Never leave your belongings unattended. If the bag is small enough for a grab-and 
run, keep the bag on you. 

Ø Be aware of your surroundings! Look out for people ‘hanging around’ or 
attempting to get close to you, as they might be pickpockets looking for an 
opportunity. 

Ø Avoid taking a taxi off the street, if possible. Have your hotel call a taxi or go to 
the nearest taxi stand. 

Ø Avoid using the motorcycle taxis, locally known as ‘bora-bora’ or ‘picky-picky’. 
Although very exciting and effective at avoiding traffic jams, moto-taxis have an 
abysmal safety record. 

 

TRAVEL HEALTH 
Consider the following when planning for your trip and/or speaking with your medical professional 

Our adventure travel style requires all participants to be in good physical health in order to 
participate and enjoy the trips. It is your responsibility to assess whether our travel style is right for 
you. 

Furthermore, we recommend you consult with your primary physician or travel clinic at least six 
weeks before departure to determine what vaccinations and/or medications are recommended for 
your travels to East Africa. 

WATER 
Drinking tap water is not recommended. The water we provide for you during the trek has been 
chemically treated and/or filtered and is safe to drink. For all other times, we suggest using bottled 
water, or bringing purifying tablets from home. Although drinking tap water will generally only 
result in an upset stomach, it may be enough to ruin a few days of your trip

MALARIA 
Tanzania is part of a region that extends into 
central and southern Africa known as the 
Malaria Belt. Antimalarial medications are 
strongly recommended for any travel in East 
Africa. 

Also, when discussing your antimalarials with 
your doctor, please inform him/her of your 
plans to trek at higher elevations, as some 
antimalarials are known to have adverse 
effects at higher 

altitude. From our experience, the 
antimalarial Lariam/Mefliam is not 
recommended for high altitude treks, as it 
tends to cause hallucinations and delirium at 
higher elevations. There’s a popular saying in 
the mountaineering community: “Lariam 
causes Delirium” Again, only your doctor can 
determine which antimalarials are good for 
you. This information should in no way 
replace a personal consultation with your 
primary physician. 

 



 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

ALTITUDE SICKNESS 
Altitude sickness occurs when your body cannot get enough oxygen from the atmosphere at higher altitudes, 
beginning at around 8,000ft (2,500m). Most trekkers should expect to experience some form of mild altitude 
sickness as a result of your body’s inability to adapt to the reduced oxygen levels. 

It is of extreme importance that you discuss your plans with your doctor, particularly if you have any pre-
existing medical conditions. 

While our guides are trained to deal with emergency situations, including altitude sickness, you must be aware 
of the signs and effects of trekking to altitude. 

 

Possible symptoms for mild mountain sickness are 

Ø Headache 
Ø Fatigue 
Ø Dizziness or Lightheadedness 
Ø Difficulty Sleeping 
Ø Loss of Appetite 

 

Possible symptoms for acute mountain sickness are 

Ø Worsening Headache 
Ø Vomiting 
Ø Confusion 
Ø Hallucinations 
Ø Blurred Memory 
Ø Slurred Speech 
Ø Erratic Behavior 

 

Consider the following to reduce the risk of high-altitude sickness: 

Ø Walk slowly, slower than you usually would to give your body time to adjust to the increasing 
elevation. Do not overexert yourself in the first few days. 

Ø Drink plenty of water! between 4 and 6 liters a day. 
Ø Do no consume alcohol 24 hours before you begin your trek, as alcohol in your blood slows 

down your body’s ability to acclimatize. 
Ø Maintain a regular sleep schedule in the days leading up to your trek. Some travelers may 

choose to take medications, such as Diamox, to reduce or prevent the effects of altitude 
sickness. Diamox works by decreasing the alkali excreted in urine, which makes the blood 
more acidic. Acidifying the blood increases ventilation and speeds up the acclimatization 
process. 

NOTE Speak to your Doctor to determine if Diamox is a good option for you. The information provided for you 
is for reference only and in no way should it substitute a visit with your physician. 

DIARRHEA 
It is normal for first-time Africa travelers to experience some mild form of diarrhea, as your body is not used to 
the common bacteria and viruses in the environment. 

Consider antimotility medication. Following these simple guidelines should also help: 

 

Ø Hand disinfectant goes a long way. Use it often, very, very often. 
Ø Keep up with your vitamins/meds before and during your trip. 
Ø By all means, please indulge in the regional cuisine - but practice sound judgement when 

choosing your local eatery. 
Ø Avoid sharing drinks and utensils. 
Ø Wash fruits and vegetables thoroughly, particularly if you bought them from a street vendor. 
Ø Avoid drinking tap water. Bottled water is widely available and inexpensive. 

 

Consider the following 

Ø Do not skip antimalarial doses. 
If taken weekly, take them on 
the same day each week. 

Ø Use a mosquito net, when 
available. 

Ø Use insect repellent with at 
least 30% DEET. 

Ø Wear long-sleeve shirts and 
pants and apply repellent to any 

Ø exposed skin, particularly at 
night.

PACKING LIST 
The majority of your gear will be carried by your porters, up to 40lb. (20kg). You’ll be expected to carry a day pack in which you’ll keep all your essentials like 
passport, money, water, waterproof pants/jacket and an extra layer, or two, for warmth. 

The equipment carried by the porters will be placed in a waterproof bag and will usually be waiting for you by the time you arrive to that day’s camp. Note that the 
gear carried by the porters will not be accessible until you reach camp, as the porters carry a much, much faster pace than most trekkers. You will always be 
accompanied by a guide. 

Be aware that if you exceed the allowed weight (40lb/20kg), you will be required to hire additional porters at your expense. On summit night, expect temp to be 
well below freezing – around 10° Fahrenheit (-12°C). 

You should consider a layered clothing system, as the climate is typically very hot during the day and around freezing at night, 

particularly at higher elevations. Consider wicking materials and avoid cotton for your trek, as this retains heat and will not dry easily once wet. Sunglasses, hat, 
sunblock, thermal under layers, comfortable boots, a warm sleeping bag and comfortable sleeping mat will make your trek all that much more enjoyable. 

NOT E You may be able to leave some of your gear at the lodge for the Mt. Meru trek, since it is considerably warmer at night than Mt. 

Kilimanjaro; You’ll most likely need all your layers for Mt. Kilimanjaro. Your head guide will be able to advise you on what to take for both treks. The list provided 
below is specific to Mt. Kilimanjaro, but it should cover any gear you may need during your Mt. Meru climb.
